3. Dual Identity -  Words and poems exploring Yorkshire and South Asian heritage by two young Yorkshire poets, Aamina Khan and Zara Sehar. 
3pm Discovering your own Dialect  Rod Dimbleby explores the words and phrases people in Wath, Barnsley and Rotherham and other parts of the West Riding of Yorkshire have grown up with and which is part of who they are.  You will be asked to share some of the familiar words you and your family know and use! 
4pm – 4.30pm Saving our Dialect Rod, Joshua and Steve lead a discussion on how we can make the most of our rich linguistic heritage in Yorkshire.
